Management aims to acquire another smaller company this year, which should support Cenit's expansion into another regional market. Sales
of the target company are expected to be below EUR 5m.

In addition to inorganic growth, Cenit is driving cross-selling, as the company has not done any cross-selling with its existing 6,000 customers
in the past. Especially demand for document management logistics remains high, as staff availability is the bottleneck for future growth in the
EIM segment. Moreover, Cenit is expanding its client reach, e.g. in the public sector, which aims to digitalise its processes.

Our lower fair value of EUR 17.70 reflects the adjustments made to our coverage universe to reflect the central banks’ changing interest rate
policies, i.e. the risk-free interest rate was raised to 2.75% (from 2%) with an unchanged equity risk premium of 5.5%. As a result of the
adjustments and a price potential of below 10% due to the recent share performance, the new rating is Hold. Acquisitions, which are not part of
our valuation model, are likely to be value-accretive. The balance sheet provides further leeway for leverage, as an equity ratio of 25-30%
